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VFC  Area  10  is  comprised  of  7 chapters located in the northwestern  section  of Northern 
Virginia.  The voting strength of these chapters is 4,594, based on the National M110 Report as of 1/06/2006.  This figure represents a loss of 15 members from the 2005 report.   Recruit-ing and  retaining  members has been, and will be, a major focus of Area X chapters  in 2005 and 2006. 

Quarterly  meetings of chapter  presidents  were  held  to  further  communication  and  share 
Chapter – building ideas.  Topics discussed  at these meetings included national and Virginia  legislation  and  PAC  funding,  unified  and chapter dues, suggestions for involving NARFE  members  still actively employed in chapter activities, role of the service officer, ways to get the  NARFE  name  before  the  public  along  with  ways, including program suggestions, to  encourage  members  to  attend  chapter  meetings  (currently  only  5%  attend),  the  current NARFE proposal for mandatory chapter membership, and resolutions to restructure the VFC Executive Board. 

It  is  the  consensus  of  Area X presidents that the chapters are the backbone and strength of 
the  NARFE  organization.  Strong  chapters  can  support  NARFE  state  and national legis- lative goals  through  letters,  email,  telephone calls, and personal visits to congressmen and 

state delegates.  This year Area X members personally visited the offices of Senator  Warner and Congressmen James Moran and Tom Davis as well as numerous state delegates.
