This is our first annual report as new Service Co-Chairs appointed in 2005.  We appreciate the opportunity to learn and to grow, by being of service to the members and chapters of the Virginia Federation of Chapters of NARFE.

We began by surveying and updating available information on service centers in Virginia.

Then it took some months to  research and review available materials, as part of preparation to become resource people.

A major contribution to the work has been the  “Survivor Kit” that Orville Overboe developed and popularized.  We continue to receive requests to provide these kits.  In training sessions and presentations, we use them as a basic resource.
During this first year, we have created a Service web page with the help of Stan Palen.  The whole Survivor Kit, as well as other materials that may be downloaded and copied, are now available at  www.vanarfe.org.  Scroll to SERVICE on the left side of the page.
We have expanded the service area to include basic surveys of topics like:  “Simple Steps for Lowering One’s Risk of Identity Theft,” “Virginia’s Advanced Medical Directive Form,” “How Long to Keep Your Important Records and Papers,” “Taking Care:  A Resource Guide for Caretakers,” and “NARFE – Signs of Elder Abuse.”
Other things of interest will be added as we discover and develop resources of possible use by our chapters and members.

We are responding to requests by area vice presidents and chapters for speaking engagements throughout Virginia.  We have visited chapters in Farmville, Richmond, Alexandria, and Colonial Heights.  We attended the Area X Chapter Presidents Meeting.  We have worked with Wilton Ward to represent the National Capital Area Alzheimer’s cause at a health fair in Northern Virginia.
