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This past year has been satisfying and fun in serving you in the Virginia Federation. I have had the opportunity to meet many people around the state during chapter and area meetings. Membership recruitment and retention must continue to be our number one goal this next year.

This past year the Secretary took and compiled minutes of the Board of Directors and the Executive Committee and assisted in compiling reports from Board members. The VFC Bylaws were updated from changes made in 2004 and 2006 and made available on the VFC website.

At the conclusion of the VFC Convention last April, I forwarded VFC Convention resolutions requiring National action to Headquarters, NARFE, for consideration at the 2006 National Convention in Albuquerque, NM, as well as required reports on our convention and our Federation officers.

The VFC Organizational Handbook was updated this past year under the direction of the VFC 1st Vice President. The previous update occurred in 2002.

Only one resolution was submitted for inclusion in the 2007 “Call to Convention”. No Bylaw changes are proposed.

“Virginia Federation of Chapters 2007 Voting Strength and Federation of December 31, 2006 Dues” was distributed in February to chapter presidents and secretaries on the basis of National’s M-110 membership statistics.  About the same time, the VFC Treasurer sent a dues invoice to chapter treasurers.

The Secretary attended the 2006 National Convention, Albuquerque, NM; the 2007 National Legislative Conference, Bethesda, MD; Senior Navigator Compass Rose Awards, Richmond; NVAN/AARP/NARFE Legislative Forum, Springfield and meetings of the Northern Virginia Caucus of Chapters (Areas IX and X) and also several Chapter meetings in northern Virginia.

To provide backup to Treasurer Darlene Myer Rhodes for required quarterly reports to the Virginia State Board of Elections, I attended two training sessions for political committees in Chantilly, VA.
